The Department of Human Services (DHS) requests authorization to renew the grant with San Francisco Food Bank for the period of July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2012, in an amount not to exceed $1,155,051.  The purpose of the grant is to provide immigrant food assistance (IFA) to eligible low-income immigrants.  

Background

The service scope covers a food assistance program for immigrants who are unable or unwilling to receive food stamps due to immigration or citizenship status.  Renewing this grant permits continuance of food distribution to and ongoing support for low-income immigrants.  The main purpose of this program is to assist the program participants in maintaining the independence and quality of life, as well as in developing a sense of self-esteem and self-reliance.  
Services to be Provided

This program provides weekly food distribution to eligible low-income immigrants at seven (7) community-based organization (CBO) pantries. The San Francisco Food Bank, through an application process and a set of selection criteria, selects CBO pantries that are strategically located in communities with high concentration of target populations and demonstrated capabilities to work within the immigrant communities.  Pantries are currently located in the following seven community agencies:

Donaldina Cameron House (located in Chinatown)

Southeast Asian Community Center (located in Tenderloin)
Visitation Valley Baptist Church (located in Visitation Valley) 
Richmond Community YMCA (located in Richmond)
Veterans Equity Center (located in South of Market)
The Women’s Building (located in Mission)
Chinese Christian Church (located in Chinatown)
The CBO pantry sites receive small funding from SFFB for their participation in the distribution program. This amount compensates the CBOs for the use of physical facilities, coordination of volunteers and other overhead expenses related to food distribution. To ensure that culturally appropriate foods are distributed to immigrants, SFFB works with various vendors and suppliers to include ethnic food items.  This contract will enable the distribution of 49,789 food bags to an average of 957 households a week. 

Performance

Selection

Sole Source.  Grantee is the primary liaison between the food industry and human service agencies with food programs in San Francisco. SFFB is the only San Francisco affiliate of Feeding America (previously America's Second Harvest), a national affiliate-based organization that regulates food banking in the United States, to be responsible for collecting and distributing non-prepared donated food in San Francisco County.  San Francisco Food Bank is the only food program in San Francisco that is able to provide the services for this grant.
Funding

The grant is funded 100% by General Funds.
